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RULES FOR COMPETITIONS
Definition of a Team

A Team will comprise of named individuals spanning the Age and Sex Classifications as shown below.

The maximum number in a team will be 15 members.
Each Team must devise a short Team Name (max. 20 letters), design and wave a Flag at the Opening and Closing Ceremonies. 

Flags (max size 1.5m²) and Name will be judged and cups awarded.

Based on the age as at 1st June 2012.
Each Team may enter as many competitors for each event up to the maximum given below. Any competitor may take part in more than one event and all events will be timed to allow this. It is not compulsory to participate in every event.
The full list of entrants by heat will be made from the original entry forms as submitted by the Team and will be given to the Team Manager at registration on the day. Substitutes on the day may be allowed but must be aware they will be called by the original name on the entry form, except if they are a medal winner and we will endeavour to use the correct name in the ceremony. Additions will not be allowed, sorry but it will be complicated enough just getting heats, running order, etc. ready.
Whilst every event will be announced over the PA, it is the responsibility of the Team Manager to ensure their competitors are available at the times stated.

A designated area will be available for Team’s use. This may be used to keep everyone together, as an assembly point prior to events, etc.

Preamble
Whilst being “competitive”, these games are designed to be community orientated and are to be conducted in a friendly manner. With this aim in mind, the judging of the Team Name/Flag will not necessarily be based on its “perfect and complicated” nature. Originality and community involvement will be paramount.
Aggressive or offending behaviour may result in the individual or team in being disqualified.

The decisions of the Officials are final and no appeal will be permitted. 

In the event of a tie on the medals table, the team “Fair Play” assessment will be used as the decider. This will be based on a combination of the mix of entrants, conduct at the Opening Ceremony, team conduct throughout the games, originality of the flag, etc.
Medals/Trophies
These will be awarded to the top three places in each event, Gold, Silver and Bronze.
All competitors will receive a Buntylympic commemorative medallion for taking part.

Events
The number of Heats will be dependent on the total number of entrants in each event. Similarly the number qualifying from each heat will be dependent on numbers. All events will be held in one of the arenas on the grass recreation ground. Race lanes, 30m long, will be clearly marked as will areas for throwing and other events.
1. Egg and Spoon

Age group: T

Sex: E

Maxm. Entrants: 3
Straight Course 30m - dropped “egg” stop and place back on spoon. Heats as required.
The egg will be a golf ball with a plastic spoon
2. Throwing the Wellie
Age group: T

Sex: E

Maxm. Entrants: 3
Contestant may run up to or stand on the throw line. Best of three throws will be recorded. No heats. Longest distances decide winners. Children’s small wellies will be used.
3. Running Backwards
Age group: T

Sex: E

Maxm. Entrants: 3
Straight Course 30m. Heats as required.
4. Hoola Hoop Challenge
Age group: T

Sex: E

Maxm. Entrants: 3
Hoola Hooping “race” of 60m picking up bean bags on the way. Competitors need to be “hoola-hooping” at the start before setting off and again after each bean bag pick up. Heats as required.
5. Throwing the Javelin
Age group: C

Sex: E

Maxm. Entrants: 3
The Javelin being pea canes. Contestants may run up to or stand on the throw line. Best of three throws will be recorded. No Heats. Longest distances decide winners.
6. Standing Long Jump
Age group: C

Sex: E

Maxm. Entrants: 3
Best of three attempts will be recorded. No Heats. Longest distances decide winners.
7. Three legged 60m
Age group: C

Sex: X

Maxm. Entrants: 2 pairs
One Girl and one Boy with legs to be tied by scarf/tie at ankle and above the knee. Heats as required.
8. Paper Bag 2x30m
Age group: C

Sex: X

Maxm. Entrants: 2 pairs
Girl runs 30m, blows up and burst bag, Boy runs second leg and does bag at finish line. Heats as required.

9. Paper Plate Discus 
Age group: A

Sex: X

Maxm. Entrants: 2

Contestants stand on the throw line and throw as per discus. Best of three throws will be recorded. No heats but likely to be spread across two arenas. Longest distances decide winners.
10. Stone, Paper, Scissors
Age group: A

Sex: E

Maxm. Entrants: 2
Random draw but same team entrants will be kept apart in first round(s). Best of three goes. Knockout rounds as required.  Beaten semi-finalist to play for bronze medal.

11. Three legged 120m
Age group: A

Sex: X

Maxm. Entrants: 1 pair

One Woman and one Man with legs tied by scarf/tie at ankle and above the knee. Heats as required.
12. Boules Challenge
Age group: A

Sex: E

Maxm. Entrants: 3
Three Boules at target, all score. Top score wins. Play offs as required.
13. Tag Relay - 3x30m
Age group: X

Sex: X

Maxm. Entrants: 1 team of 3
Legs to be run in ascending order of age. Competitors touch the hand of their team mate who is not allowed to start until it happens. Heats as required.
14. Team Target Golf
Age group: X

Sex: X

Maxm. Entrants: 1 team of 3

There will be a numbered set of “hoops” to putt through. Each team member (one from each age group) will have three putts at the target. The total team score will be used. In the event of a tie, a play off will take place. Lines to putt from will be marked for each age group.
In addition there will be trophies for:
Best Flag/Name: based on originality, etc.
Fair Play: every contestant will get one mark for each event, bonus points awarded for good sportsmanship, etc. points deducted as seen fit. Total team marks will be added to get the Top Team.

Table Toppers: For team with highest number of medals.

Should you have any queries on these rules, you must clarify them before the day.

Once again, the decisions of the Officials are final.
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
